2011 Guidelines for the crowning of State Champions

The UBA State Champions will be the two shooters or two-man team having accumulated the most cumulative points at UBA sanctioned tournament events over the course of the year. The following point system and stipulations will be used for all UBA sanctioned tournament events.

The Point System
1st place finish:


18 pts. per contestant 
2nd place finish:


16 pts. per contestant 

3rd place finish:
  

14 pts. per contestant 
4th place finish:
  

12 pts. per contestant 
5th place finish:
  

10 pts. per contestant 

6th place finish:
  

8 pts. per contestant 
7th  place and below 

6 pts. per contestant

***Contestants that aren't able to shoot in the tournament but register and purchase their entry fee will be awarded 5 pts***
Awarding points individually rather than to “the team” as a whole will enable partner changes from one event to another without essentially penalizing the individual that does attend each event. 

Example: 
Team John and Doe attend two of three events together winning 2nd at the first event and 5th at the second. John must attend the third event without Doe who can’t attend the event at all and instead enters with Jane who has been able to attend the previous two events, but has failed to place in the top six at either. They place 3rd .



John’s year-end cumulative point total: 40 pts.


Doe’s year-end cumulative point total: 26 pts.


Jane’s year-end cumulative point total: 26 pts.

Team Black and White attend all three events together and they win the first, finish out of the points at the second, but win again at the third event. Together they each earn 42 pts. And are crowned UBA STATE CHAMPIONS having placed at only two of the three events. Had the team not attended the event that they did not place, they would have finished the year with 6 fewer points for a total of 36 pts. each. 
These example show how simply attending all three events which will net each entrant 18 pts could be crucial in the crowning of the Champions.

The UBA State Championship is an honor to be proud of and should not be taken lightly or come easy. Simply winning a single event warrants no more than an event champion. A State Championship warrants a reflection of the entire season’s body of work and the trials and tribulations that come with being the most cumulatively successful bowfishermen and women that the UBA can produce in a given season.
